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Combat Poverty welcomes measures announced in Budget 2007

The Combat Poverty Agency today welcomed new measures introduced in Budget 2007 and said that the Budget will reduce the risk of poverty for low income households, in particular children and older people. 

The State agency acknowledged the extent to which its pre-budget recommendations had been taken on board in the Budget, including increases in welfare rates, child benefit and pensions. 

It said that children in welfare dependent households would receive an additional €9 per week as a result of increases in child benefit, Child Dependent Allowances and Back to School Allowances. 

Speaking today, Helen Johnston, Director of Combat Poverty said, “This Budget delivers a comprehensive set of measures that will improve the lives of people living on low incomes. The Government’s decision to increase Child Dependent Allowances, which have been frozen since 1994, is a significant step forward and directly targets resources to children who are most in need. 
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
