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Ireland is facing a growing household debt crisis. More and 
more people are struggling to make ends meet and are 
falling into arrears on day-to-day living expenses.
 
While certain initiatives have been put in place, including 
recent measures to assist people who are struggling with 
mortgage repayments, there is no strategic or comprehensive 
response for tackling the issue of consumer debt.
 
This paper draws lessons from the experiences of other 
European countries and applies these to an Irish context. It 
proposes a range of preventative, remedial and rehabilitative 
measures which could form the core components of a 
national strategy to tackle the problem in a co-ordinated way
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
