This opinion, expressed by a learner who took part in this 

research on accreditation, reflects the concerns and needs of 

those involved in training and education in the community 

and voluntary sector. This study identifies the motivating 

factors in demands for accreditation, the approaches to 

accreditation currently used by community-based learners 

and trainees and the concerns of voluntary organisers, tutors 

and participants in relation to accreditation. It examines a 

cross-section of current education and training provision in 

disadvantaged communities and highlights the key issues 

arising in relation to accreditation. 

The findings of this research will be of interest to all 

involved in the receipt and delivery of community-based 

education and training programmes. Recognition and 

formal accreditation is a key issue in this area and one 

which requires a range of approaches and actions. These 

are clearly spelt out in this report.
