he aim of this new study is to examine the

validity of the concern that demographic

trends, such as an ageing population and
the growth in lone parent numbers, may lead to an
unsustainable increase in the level of state support
required in Ireland, and call into question the afford-
ability of the social welfare system. Such a scenario
would have very serious implications for Irish society
in general, but particularly for those at risk of or
living in poverty.

The study argues that Ireland is now entering an
unprecedented period of demographic advantage and
contends that concerns about the implications of an
ageing population in Ireland over the next twenty
years are exaggerated, and a copy-cat reaction to
demographic developments in other countries.
Ireland remains demographically unique, the authors
argue, with any greying of the population being
counter-balanced by reduced child dependency and

increasing female labour force participation.
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
